Place Knowledge

Ascertain geographical similarities, differences and links 

between places through the study of human and physical 

geography of a region within Africa, and of a region within 

Asia.

Physical. Identify key processes in rocks and weathering. 

Physical. Recognise key processes and affects of our 

weather and climate, including the change in climate from 

Ice Age to the present.
Physical. Explore the features of coasts using case studies at 

a variety of scales.

Build on knowledge of globes, maps and atlases and apply 

and develop this knowledge routinely in the classroom and 

in the field.
Interpret Ordnance Survey maps in the classroom and the 

field, including using grid references and scale, 

topographical and other thematic mapping, and aerial and 

satellite photographs.
